Receiving and Digesting the Word of God

Text: Psalm 1:1-3

“Blessed is the man who walks not in the counsel of the
wicked, nor stands in the way of sinners, nor sits in the seat
of scoffers; 2but his delight is in the law of the Lord, and on
his law he meditates day and night. 3He is like a tree planted
by streams of water that yields its fruit in its season, and its
leaf does not wither. In all that he does, he prospers.”
Psalm 1:1-3

The means of grace are God's appointed instruments by
which the Holy Spirit enables believers to receive anew
the empowering presence of Christ and the benefits or
redemption in him.

“The means of grace are such as Bible reading, private
prayer, and regularly worshiping God in Church where one
hears the Word taught and participates in the Lord’s Supper.
I lay it down as a simple matter of fact that no one who is
careless about such things must ever expect to make much
progress in sanctification (growth in the grace of Christ). |
can find no record of any eminent saint who ever neglected
them. They are appointed channels through which the

Holy Spirit conveys fresh supplies of grace to the soul and
strengthens the work to which he has begun in the inward
man.” JC Ryle, Holiness (p. 26)

. What the believer is to do (v. 2)...Delight: joy/pleasure/
treasure...meditates.

Meditation is filling our mind with biblical and
theological substance and consistently chewing on
that content as it shapes our character and fills us with
purpose. Meditation is filling the mind, not emptying
the mind.

Deacons

The word “deacon” means servant and came to be used by
the church to designate a special position in the church. The
diaconate, therefore, signifies a position of special Christian
service. Both the Scripture and the dignity of the office demand
a person of the highest spiritual, moral, and practical
qualifications. The qualifications are listed in 1 Timothy 3:8-13
and are similar to those for elders with the exception of “able
to teach.”

Elders

Elders (also translated as “overseers”) are responsible for
overseeing their local church. Their primary duties include
leading, teaching, praying and shepherding the people. The
Bible lays out clear qualifications for elders in 1 Timothy
3:1-10 and Titus 1:6-9. These qualifications are living above
reproach, faithful to his wife, self-controlled temperament,
prudent, respectable, hospitable, able to teach, free from
addictions, not pugnacious, uncontentious, free from the love
of money, manages his household well, not a new convert,
gives generously to his church, has a good reputation with
outsiders, not self-willed, not quick-tempered, loves what is
good, just, devout, and one who holds fast the faithful word.
